
Adonias Bradbury
November 17, 1933 - January 29, 2024

Adonias Bradbury, “Ney” for all of his family and friends, left us on January
29th, 2024. Ney was born on November 17th 1933 in Montes Claros,
Uberaba, Brazil. In his youth he joined the Brazilian army, and lived many
years of his life in Sao Paulo, Brazil-the city he considered his hometown and
where his children, Agnes, Robinson and Jefferson were born. In the 70’s he
immigrated to the United States and worked for decades until his retirement at
the Brazilian embassy in Washington DC. He was the official photographer of
the embassy and his lenses captured the images of celebrities and dignitaries
such as Princes Diana of Gales, the great Pelé, Dr. Savings, Henry Kissinger,
Mother Theresa, among so many others. 

In 1991 he remarried Maria Antonieta Bradbury, “Mayita”, his wife, friend and
companion through his last breath. He became a great friend and preceptor to
Mayita’s grown children and later a true “Vovo”, or grandfather to their children
who now grieve his absence. 

 

He had to endure the passing of his youngest son Jefferson in 2017, and is
survived by his children, Agnes and Robinson, Jeorge D'Almeida (son in law)
Sherlene Bradbury, (daughter in law) step children, Roberto and his wife
Virginia, Pedro and Yhamel, grandchildren: Christopher, Jessica, Melissa, and
Allyson Bradbury, Stefan Almeida Bradbury and his wife, Neha D’Almeida;
