Faye Carolyn Heflin passed away peacefully on Tuesday, September 9th,
2025, at the age of 84.

She began her career at C'P Telephone company and later worked at Ensco
for more than 25 years, managing the phone systems before her retirement.
Once their children were grown, she and her husband began showing cars,
proudly touring their prizewinning ’36 Coupe, affectionately nicknamed “Fine
as Wine.” Faye also loved cheering on her children and grandchildren at
countless sporting events. At home, she found joy in playing the piano.
Although she never learned to read music, she could play nearly any song
after hearing it just once. 



In 1994, they purchased property in Caroline County, Virginia, where they
eventually built their dream home. Construction was completed in 2002, and
by 2004, they had moved in, filling the house with warmth, love, and countless
memories. 

 

Faye was a strong-willed woman - always making sure that your outside
clothes did not touch her couch. She was known for her humor and
thoughtfulness, rarely letting a day go by without calling a family member, and
never forgetting to call and sing “Happy Birthday.”
