Jorge Enrique Guachamin

Jorge Enrique Guachamin, 65, of Arlington, Virginia, passed away peacefully
on May 1st at home surrounded by his loving family.

He was born in Quito, Ecuador on January 29, 1956. He was son of the late
Pascual Guachamin Sigcha and Luz Maria Ruiz and is survived by his wife,
Maria Luisa Guachamin; his daughters Marcela Guachamin Trask and
Stephany Guachamin Coyago; grandchildren Micaela Trask and Matias Trask;
son-in-law Michael Trask; and future son-in-law Carl Weitz Ill. He is also
survived by his loving siblings, their spouses and numerous nieces and
nephews in Ecuador, Spain and the surrounding DC area.

Jorge grew up playing soccer and building forts in a forest near his childhood
home in the EI Dorado neighborhood of Quito and spending summers in the
countryside of Santo Domingo de Los Colorados. That forest today is the
radiant Parque Ichimbia in historic central Quito, the fitting place where part of
his ashes will be spread as he requested, his body returning to its home at
9,350 feet above sea level. He worked from an early age, setting the
foundation for a tireless work ethic and devotion to familia while providing for
his parents and younger siblings, leaving money aside for the purchase of his
treasured Yamaha RD 350 motorcycle. On weekends, he would ride it with his
sweetheart to the far stretches of Ecuador, together dreaming up big plans for
their future.



Those dreams would lead Jorge on a perilous crossing from Mexico to San
Diego, CA in the mid 80s. Luisa would later join Jorge and together they
would continue to see their dreams come true, providing a loving home,
greater opportunities and prosperity for their daughters.

For the past thirty years as a master carpenter, Jorge worked for HITT
Contracting and was part of the original laborers that helped build the
company. His work included the construction and renovation of numerous
buildings throughout the Washington, DC metro area with projects at the
World Bank, Capitol Hill, and practically every federal agency from
Fredericksburg, VA to Baltimore, MD. His colleagues often remarked about his
self-discipline, dedication, diplomacy, but above all, gentle demeanor and
humor. Jorge enjoyed the peaceful serenity of building something from
nothing and the satisfaction and pride of seeing the final product. His loving
touch and tactful skill can be seen throughout the years, as he renovated
multiple family homes, and always made himself available for a variety of
projects big and small for his growing network of friends who became like
family in the US.

Jorge will be remembered fondly for Sundays around the grill, futbol on the
television, and stories filled with nostalgia for simpler times in Ecuador. His
love for the Ecuadorian National team was second to his tres amores, Luisa,
Stephany and Marcela. Jorge always touched the hearts of those close to him
with his infectious laugh and natural smile, a caballero, a man of faith, and a
tireless worker who would take his final breath on May 1, International
Workers Day; fitting for a man who always put others first.

Jorge siempre tocé el corazén
de sus allegados con su risa contagiosa y sonrisa natural, un caballero, un
hombre de fe y un trabajador incansable que daria su ultimo aliento el 1 de
mayo, Dia Internacional de los Trabajadores; apropiado para un hombre que
siempre puso a los demas primero.
