Obituary for Souane Khamvongsa 
 



Souane Khamvongsa was born on May 19, 1937 in Luang Prabang, Laos to a
Chinese father, Phong Han, and a Lao mother from Siengkhan, Keo. He
passed away peacefully at home on the early morning of April 29th,
surrounded by family. He is survived by his loving wife of 53 years,
Phouangphaka (Phouang), and his three children, Phonesouda (Pon),
Channapha, and Bandasack (Bebo), as well as his sons-in-law, Kane
Vongsavanh and Reginald Bonhomme. 

He was the youngest five siblings, who have all passed. He had three older
sisters, Euay Eee, Euay Ta, and Euay Hom and an older brother, Ai Yuan. His
mother died shortly after his birth and several years later his father passed. 

He was raised by relatives in Ban Chomkhong on the street adjacent to the
former Royal Palace in Luang Prabang. The family had a business of
importing goods from around the world. Growing up, Souane was a gifted
athlete and learned to play basketball and tennis and to swim in the Mekong.
He attended the local Chinese grade school, where he became fluent in
Mandarin. Childhood friends described him as charismatic and a jokester,
always able to attract a crowd to make people smile and laugh. His good
humor and athleticism made him popular with family and friends. 

Souane would eventually leave his beloved Luang Prabang to further his
studies in Vientiane, returning to Luang Prabang occasionally, but always
representing the Province. Souane was a star and captain of the Luang
Prabang basketball team. His ability to dribble and make long shots earned
him a spot on the Lao national basketball team. In 1962, Souane represented
Laos in the Asian games and traveled with the team to play in Indonesia. 

He furthered his studies abroad in Saigon and Taipei. When asked what he
learned from his studies, Phouang usually joked that he learned to, “Eat, drink



and tango.” 

When he returned to Laos, he worked for his family business in Vientiane and
continued to play recreational basketball. He also coached the Lao Airlines
women’s recreational team, where he caught the eye of one of its members.
After practices, the team and coaches would go out to eat, and it was during
those group dates that Souane and Phouang became friends and eventually
husband and wife. 

Souane and Phouang married on December 22, 1968 in Vientiane and in
1971 had Pon, followed by Channapha two years later, and then Bebo, in
1975. They were able to raise and protect their family, despite internal
conflicts and war in Laos, but they knew changes were coming. 

 

After the new Lao government came to power in 1975, Souane and Phouang
tried their best to build a safe future for their children, but their affiliation with
political and military families made their future in Laos uncertain. As they saw
their friends rounded up and sent to reeducation camps, Souane and
Phouang began planning a different future for their family. 

In 1979, the family escaped Laos to the Nong Khai refugee camp in Thailand.
Everyone left by boat except for Souane, who, to avoid government suspicion,
swam across the Mekong. He made it across the river but was captured by
Thai border patrol and imprisoned. He was eventually released and found his
way to the Nong Khai camp, where he reunited with the rest of the family. In
July of 1980, the family resettled in Virginia, where Phouang’s brother,
Somsanith, lived. 

 

Like most refugees, Souane and Phouang sacrificed much to build a better life
for their children, despite not having any time to reflect on their own difficult
journeys. Souane took any job he could to earn a living, including as a



dishwasher and restaurant worker. He eventually got a job at the Washington
Post, working overnight shifts in the printing shop. He worked there for over a
decade, earning a decent wage and health insurance, which provided some
stability for his family. The later years of his work life were spent as a daytime
driver, delivering various products to clients. He enjoyed this job very much
because it allowed him to explore new places and use his Rand McNally
Large Road Map, which he loved to pull out to show his children where he had
driven that particular day. 

 

Despite the difficult transition to America and working long hours, Souane
spent time with his children, taking them to the park and teaching them to play
basketball and tennis. Souane and Phouang’s courage and hope inspired
their children to fulfill the dream they had decades ago when they left Laos for
America. Pon and Bebo have had successful careers in the private sector,
enabling them to support their parents in their later years. Channapha started
the nonprofit Legacies of War to help clear leftover bombs from Laos. Their
parents were role models for the achievement that comes from taking risks
and overcoming hardships. 

In his final years, Souane had a heart condition that limited his mobility, but he
found comfort in connecting with his family in Atlanta, Philadelphia, Los
Angeles and Las Vegas. He also enjoyed visits from his friends, especially
those from his childhood in Luang Prabang. He and his friends would spend
hours reminiscing about their younger years and catching up on where around
the world friends ended up after the war. 

During his last week, Souane shared meals with his wife, soaked in the sun
on the back deck, where he usually spent his time during sunny days, and
enjoyed telling stories to his children. Souane will be missed by family and
friends from around the world.
